» Innovation Hub at Harbor Place (2 Merrimack Street, Haverhill, 3rd floor) is
collaborating with the GHAA to feature members in an Art Niche on the third floor.

Two
adjacent walls (5 ft and 8 ft) can accommodate 2 very large paintings or 10 very
small paintings, or a mix of in-between sizes.
