On Main A to Z 26 Week Art Challenge. Create one piece of art (paint, draw,
photograph -all media) per week for 26 weeks, working your way through the
alphabet (week 1 something that begins with the letter A, week 2 letter B, week 3
letter C, etc). The artwork can be any subject: still life, an object, a person, an
emotion or anything else that begins with the letter (for example: A could be apple,
angry, atmosphere, antler, alligator, absence...). Join Tracy in the challenge - post
photos of your weekly art on Instagram with the hashtag #26weeksA-Z and tag
artonmainnh.
