There will be refreshments
and music, and an arrangement by Holland Flowers given as a door prize. A silent auction
will begin and continue through the Annual Open Exhibit: your bid on a painting by Robert
Gablosky will contribute to the scholarship fund. See the show, come to the reception,
and support the artists of tomorrow!

The painting at the top of the page, by
Robert J. Gablosky, will be (silently) auctioned to benefit the scholarship in his memory.
We intend to make the award an annual one, to be given to a graduating senior
continuing studies in the arts.
